1. Who Can Participate?

No. As long as it is your original work, the piece can be created any time. Please see the contest guidelines

4. How many pieces of art can I submit? 

 

Students can submit a maximum of two pieces.  

 

5. Can I submit a sculpture or a video? 

 

No. Only paintings, drawings, collages, prints, photographs, and computer-generated art will comply with 

the size and weight limits.

6. Does the piece have to be framed? 

 

No, however all pieces must be ready to hang at time of submission and must have any necessary hooks, 

wires, or other hardware for hanging.  Please see the contest guidelines for details.
